Winter 2010-2011 Sports Summary
Girls Soccer

It was a season to remember for the girls soccer program in 2010-2011. The lady Normans finished the season with an outstanding 17-7-2 overall record and an 8-2 record in the very competitive Ocean League. This was the first time in at least a decade that the program was ranked as high as 7th in the entire CIF Division 4. The girls finished just a 1/2 game behind the Santa Monica Vikings, a team that they beat in dramatic fashion 2-1 (OT) for the first time since 2005. The run continued in the post season as the Normans put on a clinic in their first round CIF game at home against Maranatha winning by a score of 4-0.  When it was all said and done the Normans scored a whopping 86 goals and yielded only 22. They beat quality opponents such as Mira Costa, Santa Monica, and Culver City. The team was lead by senior captains Nicole Star, who broke the school record with 23 assists, Emily Rosen, and Mahshar Zargar. The team was also recognized with many accolades by the coaches in the ocean league and coach Ryan Franks was given a tremendous honor being named co-coach of the year along with Scott Mair of Culver City.  Next season the coaches will call on Tylor Fields (23 goals), Ida Trevino, Ashley Aviram, and Tiffany Moore to keep the tradition of success going!
Girls Water Polo

The girls team finished with a 5-5 record in Ocean League play and 12-15 for the season.  While a string of tough, one-goal losses proved to be the difference between making the playoffs and not, the team showed great improvement throughout the season and represented the Norman Nation proudly.

The team was led by Patty Salgado who scored 126 goals on the season, shattering the single season scoring record for the second straight year while also breaking the career goals scored record.  She also led the team in assists, steals, blocked shots, and ejections drawn and was named the Ocean League's Most Outstanding Player.  Goalkeeper Lorrain Oill excelled with 202 saves on the season, providing a last line of defense that kept the Normans in many games.

Girls Basketball

The girls basketball team finished the season at 15-15, finished 4th in the Ocean league and lost in the 2nd round of the CIF playoffs.  The season was injury filled with three starters lost for the season.

Chelsea Austin and Natalie Moy were voted 1st team All-Ocean League.  The Normans were victorious in the first round 36-33 over Arroyo High School.  Chelsea Austin had 18 points in a losing effort against Eisenhower High School.

Boys Basketball

Boys basketball is moving in the right direction.  They had a very good year, pretty much on all levels. The varsity team began the year with one of the best starts in years and ended up with an overall record of 15-13. It was the first time in 11years that they won a first round playoff game.  The Normans eventually lost in the second round to a very good Crespi team. Junior Austin Mills was the first Norman in years to be named first team all-league.  The freshman team finished second in league, the sophomore team, won league and JV was very competitive.  Boys basketball is looking forward to a bright future as a good core of varsity players is coming back next year. As the program is in transition and moving in a positive direction, coach Turner feels that this year was the start on the road to success. 

Boys Soccer

The boys soccer team returned to the CIF-SS playoffs for the first time in three years.  They won their first playoff game 4-3 on penalty kicks after a 0-0 tie with Workman but were eliminated by Artesia in the next round.  The team finished 4th in the Ocean League and had an overall record of 12-12-2.  Senior forward Mariano Gonzalez led the team with 11 goals and was named to the 1st team of both the Ocean League and the CIF-Southern Section.  He will be playing for the University of Pennsylvania next year.  Senior defender Shaya Noorian was also a 1st team Ocean League selection and named to the CIF-Southern Section 3rd team.  It was the 12th straight year that the Normans have had at least one player named to the All-CIF team.  Sophomore midfielder Elijah Lichtenberg set new Beverly Hills High School sophomore scoring records with 32 points and 12 assists.  Lichtenberg and sweeper Joshua Newman were both named to the Ocean League 2nd team.  Gonzalez and Noorian were named team Co-MVP's.
Wrestling

The wrestling team finished a historic season with outstanding individual and team performances.  As a team, they ended the year with a record of 11-5 record (10-2 outside league).  In January, the Normans won their first league dual in living memory (possibly ever) against arch-rival Santa Monica in the North Gym.  It was standing room only, and the gym was rocking with support.  There was great energy on a glorious evening for varsity and JV. The wrestling team also performed admirably in the Pioneer League Finals Tournament.  The teams in their league are all extremely competitive, and the Norman team left the tournament with thirteen medals, including six CIF placers and an amazing six varsity medals; five of the six medals were upsets of the number 2 or 1 seed.  Armand Farrokh, the senior team captain, continued his impressive 30-win season by placing 1st in the Pioneer League.  He boasts Beverly Hills’ first 30-win season in three decades, and he is the first non-heavyweight to win gold in Pioneer League in as many years.  More impressively, Armand competed in both the CIF and Masters tournaments.  Armand came into each tournament as an unknown and unseeded wrestler, and he battled the long way through the two-day CIF tournament, upsetting the 8th, 7th, 5th, and 2nd place seeds to earn 4th place in CIF.  He only lost to the top seed.  Then, in Masters, he was one win away from a trip to Bakersfield for the State Tournament.  He defeated two CIF champs along the way, falling one win short.   Armand’s Cinderella story is a synopsis for the team in general.  After years of obscurity, the 2010–11 wrestling team surprised every team it faced and came away with new confidence and a feeling that stronger years are ahead.
